Dear Sir/Madam

I am an Animal Behaviour Consultant and have been in the possession of one
of your Persuader Electronic Pet Deterrents for at least five years.

As well as recommending it to clients, I have used it myself on my own dogs,
to great effect. I Used to live on a smallholding and had to enclose my

Jack Russell Terriers without building a wall or fence. The Persuader proved
to be practical and cost-effective.

With regard to clients, I usually try to avoid using "devices" and determine

the causes of the problems before treating the symptoms. However, sometimes

a habit has to be broken and this is where the Persuader comes in handy.

I have sometimes lent my own one to a client for a period of time, but often

they decide to buy one themselves. The types of problems where the Persuader

may be useful are: dogs that dig in particular areas (They should be given another
patch where they are allowed to dig.); dogs that are escape artists; cats that
wander; marauding cats (Often these cats cause the resident cat to start

spraying or fighting as his territory is threatened.).

Although the ''shock" is enough to put most animals off that spot for a long
time, it is not harmful or traumatic, if used correctly. I, myself, have

felt the shock and am quite willing to feel it again, but would not be willing
to be'beaten and reprimanded constantly by an angry person. To make quite

sure your pet understands, go with him to the fence and let him feel the

shock while you are there to comfort him. Show him where all the boundaries
are by walking along the fence with him, allowing him to test it now and

then. If he then decides to try it on his own, he knows what to expect.

- Make sure your pet is not stressed or frusgrated (has lots/"teo play with and
gets lots of walks) and the Persuader will o the Erick LTF you are unsure

about what is causing the problem behav1our then ask your Vet Ffer & wetcrral
to an animal behaviour consultant.
